Information must be readable and legible --- Do not delete clinical text content

Specifically:

No less than 10-point font size

Ornate typefaces and italics (hard to read) should not be used

Mixed case lettering (upper and lower case) should be used, as it is easier to read/identify

Use bold-face type or a box to call attention to important information (optional)

Adequate space between letters, lines, and paragraphs enhances readability

No more than -3 “kerning” (i.e., space between letters) and 12-point “leading” (space between lines) is recommended

Adequate whitespace between paragraphs and above and below headings facilitates reading

Line length should not be too long (optimal length is approximately 40 letters long in 10-12 point font size)

Good contrast should exist between the ink and paper colors

Bullet points should be used where possible

Database vendor’s Legal Disclaimer -- which may include recommended statements found on pg 22-23 (parts J and K) as follows:

Encouraging discussion with a healthcare professional

Material is a summary and is not comprehensive

The healthcare professional has more information, which addresses the medication and the patient’s specific health needs

The healthcare professional can provide and answer questions related to the professional labeling
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
